You are not alone.
About 12% of students in our district receive special services or accommodations, through an 
Individualized Education Plan (IEP) or 504 plan. The majority of students needing support for 
a learning difference (like reading or attention challenges) are identified only after starting 
school. One in five teens will experience a diagnosable mental health issue. Specific 
supports and instruction are available which positively impact students’ success.

Learning challenges and special needs can emerge at different times for students. All PAUSD families receive this flyer.

At your School

school, your counselor. A team may assess your 
student’s strengths and challenges and propose next 
steps, including tiers of intervention or support (such 
as an IEP or 504).

The parents listed here are Chinese-speaking volunteers who can help you connect with 
other parents, navigate PAUSD and community resources, and speak with you on a private 
and confidential basis. Each school also has a PTA Special Ed/Inclusion Rep (a parent, 
usually English-speaking) who can talk to you as well. Check your school’s PTA website or 
www.cacpaloalto.org to find your representative.
